Instead of groups of kids
coming to us, we visited four classrooms, 15 minutes each (|
already set the rules of no longer than one hour for Farmer per
session).

The first classroom was their LIU classroom, with about 8-10 kids
with special needs. Ya know, Farmer could tell, as always! Those
kids absolutely LOVED him! This one little girl picked out a book
that was a little difficult, and the teacher said, €Do you think you
can read that book?€ (not sure why she said that, because the little
girl REALLY wanted to read to him). | said that it was ok and that we
can read a page or two together! And so we did, as Farmer was
getting belly rubs! Look how brave she was, with Farmer there to encourage her!

We visited first ¢ third graders and fourth-sixth graders. And a really cool thing that happened was the kids who had
already visited and read with Farmer previously, were kind enough to say, we already had a turn, let someone new
have a chance to read to him!

Susie said that a week or two ago, one of the boys stopped her in the hall and said, "Hey, | found a really good book
to read to Farmer!"

So, | left the school that day, just thanking God for such an awesome, awesome opportunity that | NEVER thought
would happen in my life!
